“They took him with them in the boat just as he was. Other boats 
were with him.” (Mark 4:36)
 
The disciples follow Jesus, and Jesus stays with them in the 
storm.
 
The disciples panic in the storm, but Jesus rests.
 
The other boats know...
 
The same God who calms the storm also remains calm in the 
storm.
 
An emergency on our part does not mean a crisis on Jesus’ part. 
He shows his power in restraint.
 
Jesus’ miracles reveal who God is. He is the King of his creation; 
and even the King rests.
 
E. Stanley Jones - Instead of focusing on what the world was 
coming to, the church focuses on the one who has come to the 
world.
 
We’re in the same boat with Jesus. When storms arise, he shows 
us his character and teaches us to trust that his  
presence is all we need.
