HOW TO JOIN FBCTLH:
Baptism – Candidates make a public profession of faith in the Lord 
Jesus Christ through baptism by immersion in water. 

Transfer of Letter – Candidates join the church on promise of a 
letter from their previous church of like faith and order.

Statement of Faith – Candidates provide a statement of satisfactory 
evidence of Christian character and former affiliation with a church 
of like faith and order, in the event of failure to produce a letter of 
transfer.  Statement of faith should be submitted to the pastor.

Associate Membership – Candidates may present themselves for 
associate membership upon their public profession of faith in the 
Lord Jesus Christ. Associate members shall have the same rights 
and privileges as members, except that associate members may not 
vote, serve as deacons, serve as committee chairpersons, or serve 
as members of the nominating committee.

JESUS' MOUNTAIN ADVENTURE

NOTES:

Transfiguration - Moses and Elijah appear with Jesus, and he 
glows with God’s glory.
 

Jesus invites the disciples to the mountain to experience his 
glory, not theirs.
 

1. Review 
God has been with them thus far.

2. Preview  
Moses and Elijah suffered and so will Jesus and the disciples. 
Jesus was glorified, disciples will be too. (2 Corinthians 3:18)

3. Now  
Jesus gives them his vision for their lives.

 

Transfiguration matters today because a new generation of 
disciples is climbing, and the world cries out for salvation.
 

1. Review 
Christ changed you and has been with you.     

2. Preview 
Jesus will resurrect you and give you new garments.

3. Now 
Worship Jesus in awe and wonder. 
Ask for God’s vision: “Lord, give me your mountain to climb.” 
Find ways to glorify God on the mountain. 
“Carry each other” to glory.
